This outline attempts to interpret the known facts, as presented
in the various parish registers, but there are too many gaps in
the registers to make any firm judgements.  The second half of
the 17th century for example is very poorly covered in Maltby.

On the other hand, although the name is not common in the 1379
 Subsidy Rolls  we do find a Willelmus BOCHER assessed at 
Maltby for iiij.d, and at nearby Wadworth a Stephanus BOCHER. 

At nearby Ravenfield we have the interesting entry:
Hugo Bacon bocher - where this is clearly the trade, in line with
a number of claims that the word derives from the French boucher.
